 The past few weeks have had our office staff busy compiling reports and 

generating a statistical picture of what 2011 was for us as a community of faith. I 

must admit, statistical analysis, as important as it is to maintain and review the dif-

ferent aspects of what we do, is not my favorite thing. As a church it is important 

because there is the business side of our operation but it is hard to see the true suc-

cesses that we have accomplished in mere numbers. 

 It is difficult to see the lives that have been changed because we exist in 

numbers. It is difficult to quantify the value of hope found in faith realized on any 

given Sunday. It is difficult to measure the faith foundations we are building in our 

children through our ministering to our own children and those in our larger commu-

nity. Or how do we measure the comfort grieving families receive when a commu-

nity of faith like ours surrounds them with prayers and other means of support dur-

ing some of lifeôs most tragic moments?  

 I really appreciate our mission statement. If you get tired of hearing it then I 

am doing my job of keeping us focused on it. It is the lens through which we do all 

of our planning: SHARING THE LOVE OF JESUS. Just as it is difficult to fully 

measure what we do with numbers it is difficult to limit or fully describe the signifi-

cance of how we live out our mission of sharing the love of Jesus. Thatôs because 

we are called by God to care for people, not just stats. People are what is most im-

portant to God.  

 As I am writing this I am also thinking about what I am going to say this 

Sunday in my sermon. The text is around Jesus calling his first disciples. Jesus drew 

people to him to minister to the needs of the crowds around them and to teach them 

about the great, forgiving love that God has for them. And Jesus is still calling peo-

ple today to that same mission. I believe Jesus calls each of us daily to live lives of 

significance by being people of grace. I believe God is calling you this year to find 

how you can live out your faith. How that plays out is between you and God. As a 

church we come together regularly to worship and become recharged spiritually but 

most of our lives of faith should be lived away from church in our homes as we pray 

together with our families, at our work and social circles as we live honorable lives 

of integrity to be a model for others, and in our everyday interactions with others 

seeing all people as those who God loves as much as God loves us. 

 So I will look forward to this month of February as it means most of these 

reports will be filed and we can focus more fully on people, not just numbers. This 

month brings the season of Lent when we start preparing for the coming Easter cele-

bration. This is the perfect time for each of us to ask ourselves, ñHow am I doing at 

sharing the love of Jesus?ò I look forward to finding new ways of doing that indi-

vidually and as a church with you in 2012!
